By paying
tribute to some of the great American composers - George Gershwin, Kurt
Weill and Leonard Bernstein - the concert also commemorated an important
day in American history.

For many people who attended the free concert, it offered a reprieve from the
somber ceremonies that marked the fifth anniversary of the Sept. 11 attacks.
